BACKGROUND

A ASEAN was founded on August 8, 1967 by Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore, and Thailand to promote
political and economic cooperation and regional stability .

A Brunei joined in 1984, shortly after its independence from the United Kingdom, and Vietnam joined ASEAN as its seventh
member in 1995.

A Laos and Myanmar were admitted into full membership in July 1997 as ASEAN celebrated its 30t anniversary . Cambodia
became A S E A Nefite member in 1999.

A Timor Leste (East Timor) presently has observer status and ispoised to become the eleventh member state .

A The ASEAN Declaration in 1967, considered A S E A NoBirgling document, formalized the principles of regional peace and
cooperation

A On 31 December 2015, the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) was officially launched to create a single market to
enable easier movement of goods, services, investment, capital and people across the region .

A ASEANisdeemed a fast expanding trade bloc in Asia with a growing economic clout, with a combined population of over

622 million and an aggregate size surpassing USb2.4 trillion, with average annual GDP growth of around 5% over the past
decade .
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INDONESIA

Background

Christian Population in Indonesia

Alargest Muslim population in the world . Indonesia isa diverse archipelago spread across thousands of
islands. Although it has the largest Islamic population in the world, Indonesia has held fast to its secular
form of government since independence from the Dutch in 1945.

AWo r | foudtls largest population and A S E A Nafgest economy . President Joko Widodo (fondly called
0 J o k o whodwas inaugurated in October 2014, ispopular and holds the political legitimacy to make
difficult decisions for the good of the nation, promising reforms and removing corruption . Under his
presidency, thisisl n d o n elsest @h@asce to break with the past and change for the better : socially,
economically and politically .

AA wide wealth gap . About 14% of Indonesians make lessthan a dollar a day, and extreme poverty
needs to tackled urgently . Inthe May 1998 riots, ethnic Chinese in Medan and Jakarta were targeted,
triggered by economic problems such as unemployment and food shortages . Many worked as illegal
migrants especially in Malaysia . Poor Indonesians are also vulnerable to being recruited into Islamic
terrorism and hardline extremism .

Alndonesia is ranked number 46 on the 2017 Open Doors World Watch List of countries where the
persecution of Christians is most severe. Provinces like Aceh have special autonomy to rule by Syariah
law . In mid -October 2015, 11 churches in Aceh were forcibly closed and broken down while two others
were torched . However, Christians there continue to meet in tents in oil palm plantations and are
thriving . A 60-year -old Christian woman was caned 30 times in Banda Aceh on April 12, 2016 for selling
liquor - a first where a non-Muslim has been caned . Recently, a Christmas service in Bandung was
disrupted by a hardline Islamist group . The blasphemy trial of Jakarta Governor Basuki Tjahaja
Purnama or Ahok, will have far reaching implications on J o k o wgov@rament as proof of reform,
forward -looking policies, religious tolerance and freedom .

The Christian community
represents about 9.4% of the population . Most churches are governed along lines of language
and ethnicity . About 73% of Christians reside in the East Malaysian states of Sabah and
Sarawak, and 60% of the Church is made up of indigenous peoples whose main language is
Bahasa Malaysia, and are generally impoverished and lacking in quality Biblical literature .

AChristian brain drain a challenge . The church in Peninsular Malaysia is largely well-educated
and mainly of Chinese and Indian ethnicity who have benefited largely from mission school
education . However, rising emigration due to faith -and -race -based affirmative action policies
that are prejudicial towards minorities, and fears of growing Islamisation, have drained the
church of good leaders, and the nation of some of itsbest brains.

ALossof freedom of religion a major concern . The nation maintains two parallel justice systems in
the country : the civil court and the Syariah court. Creeping Islamisation into the culture and
governance of the nation has seen increasing encroachment into the rights of the minority
races and religions.

AMalaysia isranked number 31 on the 2017 Open Doors World Watch Listof countries where the
persecution of Christians is most severe. Itisa crime to evangelise to a Malay Muslim. The right
of choice of religion does not extend to a Malay Muslim, and they would be severely punished
and disincentivised if they chose to renounce Islam.

PHILIPPINES

Background Christian Population in the Philippines

AOne of the most dynamic economies in ASEAN. Philippines, the largest Catholic -majority nation
in Asia, isenjoying robust growth on the back of sound economic fundamentals and a globally
recognized competitive workforce, thanks to its high levels of English competency

AcControversial new president brings out notorious national past. Since June 2016, the newly
elected president Rodrigo Duterte has brought back flashes of brutality in his extrajudicial
violent crackdown on crime and drugs, backed by populist support tired with lawlessness and
insecurity . Fears of flagrant state -backed violations of the law against journalists and political
opponents begin to heighten fears of a return to political oppression and corruption . His
profanity -laced rhetoric also heightens geopolitical conflict at a time of tension in the South
China Sea between China and US

APoverty remains high, and widening income inequality a concern . Poverty incidence continues
to improve, but remains high at 21.6%. Extreme poverty continues to improve, now to about
10.4% of the population .In 2011, the increase in wealth of the richest families amounted to 47%,
which was 77% of the GDP increase for that year. Thisreflects that the benefits of economic
growth has not trickled down to the poor. A key concern isthat a huge population of the very
poor reside in Mindanao, home to radical Islamist groups .

APrincipal export is its own workforce . More than 10% of Phi | i p @DPnis geferated by
remittances from the estimated 10 million Filipinos who work overseas. However, this
development has contributed to fractured families and disintegrating society as children are
left behind while parents go overseas to work.

Singapore boasts no resource, and yet, this tiny urbanized city nation is home to the highest
GDP per capita in Asia and third highest in the world . Singapore universities and schools are
also leaders in global education rankings, thanks to its achievement oriented culture .

AAn ageing population faced with increased fractures in family care . Singapore isthe second
densest sovereign state in the world, and suffers from a sub-replacement fertility rate.
Consequently, the government has promoted immigration of young highly-skilled and well-
resourced talents to replenish its ageing population, which has come under increased political
pressure. Singapore has the highest proportion of elderly population in ASEAN,with an average
age of 41 years, and the highest life expectancy of 79.4 years. Rapid societal changes are
leading to a deterioration in family structures and relationships .

Thailand has experienced more coups d'état than any other
country in contemporary history of the 20" century, having endured an astonishing 20 military
coups, counting both successful and attempted coups. Since May 2014, Thailand has been
under military rule. Thailand has the world's harshest lese majesté law, where any insult to the
king, queen or crown prince ispunishable by 3to 15 years in jail.

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BRUNEI

Background Christian Population in Brunei

AA nation dependent on oil. Brunei depends on crude oil and natural gas production which account for 60% of
GDP and more than 90% of government revenue . Per capita GDP isamong the highest in Asia. For Bruneian
citizens, the government provides for all basic needs including medical services and free education through Y
the university level. The long drawn low oil price has imperilled its economy so much so that in exchange for V 88.6%
USH6 billion of Chinese investment into an oil refinery and local infrastructure, and promises to boost trade and
agricultural cooperation to diversity its economy, Brunei has remained silent on China's territorial claims in the
South China Sea.

ABrunei adopts Syariah Law, to be fully implemented by 2018. On May 1, 2014, in a calculated political move,
Brunei introduced the firstof 3 phases in its adoption of a penal code based on Islamic law, becoming the first
East Asian country to do so. However, international reaction to this shocking move resulted in a global
boycott of Br u n mterdational businesses. The implementation of the Syariah penal code applies to all non -
Muslims as well. Implementation the new Syariah Penal Code would be done in 3 phases, whereby the
phases were determined based on the type of penalty 0 Phase 1(fines and/or jail), Phase 2 (severing of limbs,
flogging) and Phase 3(death penalty) . The Brunei government isexpected to enforce the second phase of
the Islamic criminal law by June 2017. Phase 3 isexpected to be completed by mid-2018.

AMedia under watch . On November 7, 2016, in what was believed to be an effort to appease Saudi anger
against a prejudicial news article, the Brunei government revoked The Brunei Times' publication licence . The
sudden purge to silence any dissent or critical thought has brought chills to an already fearful and oppressive
climate among itscitizens and expatriate community, triggering a surge in emigration .
